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Adobe Acrobat

There are two basic Accessibility Tools that can be used with Adobe Acrobat Professional (version 8).  
The first is a specialized “wizard” called the Accessibility Setup Assistant which allows you to modify and customize existing PDF files for special populations. 

The second Tool is another “wizard” called the Accessibility Checker. This tool conducts either a Quick or Full scan of your documents and determines if the document is accessible*.

If you simply choose the default settings in the Accessibility Checker your PDFs will be generally accessible to most users. There are some special choices in this set up which will allow for special versions for special populations and in these cases you may have to create a specialized version using the Accessibility Setup Assistant. This however, would likely only be done in a case by case basis and may be something the user could modify them themselves.
The three tutorial sessions under Adobe Acrobat Accessibility Training Resources describe these two tools in vivid detail and should be studied and used as the reference.

*Caveat: The only true measure of accessibility it to test the document with real people using a variety of assistive technology.
